In other words, we don’t usually turn anything down 
and we do not sell things unless someone tells us to 
use the donation to raise money (like the yearly rum-
mage sale for the teens summer trip). We gladly ac-
cept anything from a pair of shoes to a Volkswagen 
(we even received a boat once)! We also accept cash, 
checks, gift cards, & (on our web site) you can do-
nate by credit card. 
 
Do you pick up donations? Yes we do! Picking 
up things allows us a certain measure of fellowship 
and blesses the homeless and needy at the same time.

Do you ever speak to groups to tell your 
story?  Yes! We love to talk about the miracles of 
Jesus. Homelessness and addiction are things we 
know from experience. God has taken all the bad 
things we allowed in our lives & is using our deliver-
ance as a  testimony to minister to others.
