The vision is a “sanctuary” for disadvantaged city children. To 
these children it will be an opportunity to experience the simple 
life of long ago. The eyes of “vision” can see the old western 
town, the fields of crops, the farm animals, the fruit trees, the 
hay wagon, pumpkin patch, horse and buggy, and the arena, 
round pen, and roping chutes…..learning and fun– the old 
ways! 

THE THREE “E’s” 
The education….learning about the earth and what it can sup-
port and produce: this will be accomplished through chores & 
tasks that encourage interaction with farm animals (they will en-
joy them as they learn to take care of them).  
Into the rural 49 acre farm/ranch setting will be nestled an 
authentic “old western” town….. a history lesson in itself. 
 
The entertainment….Fun while learning is the KEY! Good old 
fashioned, clean, challenging fun using your brain and brawn is 

top most in our plans. No televisions, I-pods, cell phones, or 
video games are on the agenda. We are looking at trail rides, 
rodeos, roping, steer wrestling, goat tying, riding 4-wheelers, 
fishing, hay rides, and the list goes on and on. 
 
The evangelism….Spirit, mind, & body all work together to 
create a whole human made in the image of God. Removed 
from stressful situations in the inner city and relaxed in a 
natural setting, children are given an opportunity to “be still, 
be quiet & know who God is”: the key word here is 
“opportunity”- this is the key reason for the ranch. We desire 
to share Jesus with kids who normally would not have time or 
a chance to let us tell them a better way.  

POWER IN NUMBERS 
We need your help, your ideas, your talents, your resources 
and your prayers! When you have blessed one of  the least of 
these, you have blessed Jesus.  
 
Buildings that are now needed are 1) A barn, 2) The lodge & 
kitchen, & 3) An old western town- Old buildings built on this 
street will all be researched, designed, sponsored, and built by YOU 
who have caught the vision and have a desire to preserve, exhibit and 
teach the old ways to the oncoming generations. We are excited 
about the opportunity to bring back a part of the vision that John 
Blough had when he built Hilltop Painted Acres. We will ask you to 
consider buildings such as the old Church, Livery Stable, General 
Store, Saloon (one that is non-alcoholic) and the Blacksmith. If 
you sponsor a building, then you can name it and dedicate it to the 
memory or honor of someone special to your group or family.   
 
We have already started collecting antique farm and ranch imple-
ments and would like to have a museum (nothing fancy) where the 
kids can see and read about the articles and how they were used. 
Maybe you have something to contribute to the collection.
